No matter
what life our witness to the Good News calls us to, we
all have a “household” that must be consecrated to
service of the Lord our God.

Jos 24:1-2a; Ps 34; Eph 5:21-32; Jn 6:60-69

In today’s Gospel reading, Jesus continues
His instruction on the Eucharist. Many of his
own disciples cannot accept His teachings
and instead return to their former way of life,
abandoning Christ altogether. Jesus turns to
the Apostles and asks them to choose with
the question, “Do you also want to leave?” Pe-
ter speaks up for the Twelve responding,
“Master, to Whom shall we go? You have the
words of eternal life.”

The demands of a stewardship way of life can
be difficult. And the teachings of Christ can
be hard to accept. How can we keep going
when it gets tough? Peter’s honest answer to
the choice Jesus poses shows us a way to
stay true to a stewardship way of life.

Looking at himself and the world around
him, Peter comes to a realization. To para-
phrase, he says, “I don’t really see any better
options, Lord. I've tried life with you and it’s
hard. But I've tried life without You and it’s
harder — it doesn’t satisfy. Where else am I
going to go? I choose You, Lord.” Peter knows
he doesn’t have all the answers. And, so, he
humbly chooses to rely on God. When the go-
ing gets tough, we can keep going by relying
on God and trust- :

ing more deeply in
Him.

Remembering
blessings and
relying on Him —
these are two keys
to a beautiful way
of life.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

This is the height of vacation season, but as anyone who
has ever been to Rome in the summer knows, no time to visit
there! The city is sweltering, and in a pre-air-conditioned world
long ago, Romans figured out that they needed a break in the
surrounding hills. Even the pope clears out. His destination is
usually Castelgandolfo, a lovely little hill town southeast of Rome,
overlooking a tranquil lake. It has been a papal possession since
about 1600, and in 1929, when most of the papal states were
finally lost, the papal dwelling was given “extraterritorial rights,”
meaning that it is an extension of Vatican City and not under
Italian rule. The Vatican observatory maintained telescopes here
for decades, far from the glare of the city lights of Rome, but alt-
hough the observatory offices remain here year round, the tele-
scopes are in Arizona. Pope Francis spends less time here than
his predecessors, though he still slows down the pace
of his work in Rome.

Vacations can help us visit friends and relatives, and revive
those human contacts that the pace of our lives keeps us from
cultivating. The pope needs a break, and so do you. Vacation
comes from a word meaning to empty oneself. There’s still time
to clear the calendar for at least one golden summer day even
if you don’t have a personal castle in the hills!

Q. "How can Jesus be a man
and God at the same time ?

A. In the Bible, the opening words of
John's gospel affirm Jesus' divinity, calling
Him the Word: "In the beginning was the
Word, and the Word was with God, and
the Word was God. He was in the begin-
ning with God; all things were made through
him, and without him was not anything made that was made."
On 1:1-3). By calling Him "the Word," St. John affirms that Jesus
is the fullness of God's revelation who came into the world as a
man for our salvation.

While Jesus' conception 2,000 years ago in the womb of
His mother, Mary, marked the beginning of His existence as a hu-
man being, He actually existed from all eternity as the Second Per-
son of the Trinity. As St. John writes, "And the Word became flesh
and dwelt among us, full of grace and truth; we have beheld his
glory, glory as of the only Son from the Father" On 1:14).

According to Church dogma, Jesus has two natures, hu-
man and divine, which tell us what He is-the God-
man. These two natures are joined in the one divine person of Je-
sus-which tells us who he is-the Second Person of the Trinity. This
mystery is called the hypostatic union. So Jesus is inseparably true
God and true man (CCC 469, 470, 473, 477, 481, 482).

Just like you and me, Jesus has a human will, a human
soul, a human intellect, and a human body. But He also possesses
a divine nature which was evident during His public ministry in
many ways: in His miracles, His knowledge of the future, His power
over nature, His authority over demons, His ability to know human
thoughts, and His forgiveness of sins. Most profoundly, Jesus' di-
vinity is seen in His resurrection from the dead and His ascension
into heaven.
